Matthew 10:29-30 (NIV) Are not two sparrows sold for a penny?
Yet not one of them will fall to the ground apart from the will of
your Father. 3°And even the very hairs of your head are all
numbered.

Psalm 139:1-6 (NIV) O LORD, you have searched me and you
know me. You know when I sit and when I rise; you perceive my
thoughts from afar.

You discern my going out and my lying down; you are familiar with
all my ways. Before a word is on my tongue you know it
completely, O LORD.

Hebrews 6:10 (NLT) For God is not unjust. He will not forget how
hard you have worked for him and how you have shown your love
to him by caring for other believers, as you still do.

Matthew 6:4 (NLT) Give your gifts in private, and your Father,
who sees everything, will reward you.

Isaiah 40:13-14 (NIV)

Who has understood the mind of the LORD,
or instructed him as his counselor?

Whom did the LORD consult to enlighten him,
and who taught him the right way?

Who was it that taught him knowledge
or showed him the path of understanding?

1 Corinthians 2:10-12 (NIV) The Spirit searches all things,
even the deep things of God.
